Recruiting Volunteers

Enlisting and keeping teachers and volunteers is always a challenge in our churches. 1t’'s hard to keep from “just filling the position with
anyone” that will serve. For your ministry to accomplish all that it can for the kingdom, it's essential that those you ask are called to the task.

Here are some helpful tips for recruiting volunteers for Sunday School or other ministries. These tips come from Wendy Bullard, Director of
Volunteers at Fellowship Church in Grapevine, Texas.

1. Identify - Identify apotential leader, pray for God's guidance and confirmation on that person. Ask them to servein leadership only when

you have clear direction from God and confirmation from them that they are being led to thisrole.

2. Recruit - Recruit leaders based on their gifts and passion for your ministry. Often, your best |eaders are those that are quietly and
faithfully serving and who might not be obvious at first glance.

3. Vision Cagt - Vision casting should not be a one-time thing, but something that becomes a part of everything you and your leaders say
and do. Share specifically where you feel God isleading your ministry, discuss how to get there, and emphasize their part.
Always focus on opportunities instead of needs. People are not attracted to ministries that are desperate and needy, but to those
that are exciting and meaningful.

4. Train - Equip your leaders with the tools they need to do their job. Provide initial training overviews of the ministry’s structure,
policies, procedures, and leader expectations. Then, provide continuous support and leadership development. React quickly to
their needs. Empower them to do ministry!

5. Minister - Establish avolunteer structure that ensures the leaders' personal ministry needs are being met. Focus your time and attention to
ministering to your key leaders, setting the example of how they are expected to minister to the volunteers on the team.

6. Appreciate - Take the time to say thank you. Consider a hand-written note, a small gift, acompliment or an appreciation dinner.

Always be aware of ways that you can communicate just how thankful you are for their commitment and faithful ness.

Great Commission church - Mission-minded church - Missional church

These terms are used of successful and dynamic churches. I’ ve often wondered if the terms were defining one and
the same thing. Same ideajust anew era. Maybe it’s a concept that | just haven’t been able to grasp yet?

A dear friend of mine once said, “ Churches don’t have missions — people do.” What he meant by that takes a bit
of explaining in itself!

Say a church decides they are going to be “mission-minded.” They elect a mission committee and chairman. Now
the chairman takes that position because of a persona passion for missions. Say, for instance, prison ministry. He
had a brother who got in trouble with the law and spent time in prison. He knows personally of the heartache and
trials for the prisoner and family. The chairman will likely build a mission project or ministry to help people
affected by prison life. His church will be challenged to participate. If you love Jesus, if you are mission-minded,
you will get involved in prison ministry. Very few will be as impassioned for this type of ministry as the chair-
man, but many will participate with various motivations.

In acouple of years a new mission committee chairman is elected. His background and passion is with hunger
relief because of previous experiencesin hislife. He will challenge the congregation to be mission-minded and
serve those who are hungry. If you love Jesus... some will get participate, depending on their various motivations.
And every few years, as the chairman position changes, so do the people motivated to be mission-minded.

Maybe churches don’t have missions — people do.

God gives each individual certain experiences, abilities and gifts. He has designed each one of us uniquely and
calls usto use those things to minister in his name — uniquely. Instead of trying to rally everyonein the congrega-
tion around one mission project, we should give permission to our congregation to pursue the unique calling God
has placed on them. As pastors of Great Commission churches, our task may be to encourage, equip and resource
people to minister where God has placed them.

Let’s unleash the laity!

What's the question?

Dear Friends,

Over 75% of our youth exit the church in their college years, many never to return. They have been given

good instruction on what to believe how they are supposed to act, but often lack the basic evidential grounding
for the faith that they have grown up with. In our culture and in this era, that will not do. The Christian faith is
perceived as irrational and condescending in the country as a whole, and particularly by this new generation
(age 16-29). Our youth and young adults are imbedded in this culture, and must be provided with the tools
necessary to not only survive, but succeed in being true ambassadors for Christ. This requires giving them an
intellectual foundation for their faith, a concrete base for their worldview, and the skills to confidently engage their
friends in conversations of spiritual significance. This is a process that the church can and should encourage and
facilitate and every parent prioritize.

One of the foundational questions that must be answered with confidence is "Who was Jesus?" That question can

be addressed by answering "Did Jesus rise from the dead?" Jesus resurrection is the core historical event in the
Christian faith. As 1 Corinthians 15:16-19 says, "1s For if the dead are not raised, not even Christ has been

raised; 17 and if Christ has not been raised, your faith is worthless; you are still in your sins. 1s Then those also who
have fallen asleep in Christ have perished. 1 If we have hoped in Christ in this life only, we are of all men most to

be pitied." As a Christ follower, you know it happened. But if you were challenged, could you give evidential reasons
for your confidence? Do you know what those around you that are not Christ followers believe, or why?

We have a unique opportunity to hear the question "Did Jesus rise from the dead?" addressed here in Topeka.

On February 111, at 7:00PM "The Resurrection Debate" will take place on the Washburn University campus.
Christian Challenge @ Washburn is partnering with The Atheist Community of Topeka to bring in two leading
scholars to debate this question. Dr. Michael Licona is an author of the award-winning book The Case for the
Resurrection of Jesus (Kregel, 2004). He was interviewed by Lee Strobel in his book The Case for the Real Jesus
and appeared in Strobel's video The Case for Christ. He is the Apologetics Coordinator at the North American Mission
Board. Dr. Richard Carrier is a nationally-renowned author and speaker. As a professional historian, published
philosopher, and prominent defender of the American freethought movement, Dr. Carrier has appeared across
the country and on national television defending the ethical worldview of secular naturalism.

Come and bring your family, or a friend from work or your neighborhood. Use this event to spur conversations of
significance with those you care about. We must continue in the process of preparing ourselves and our families
for the intellectual challenges that will and do come, and to engage those in our relational sphere as true
ambassadors of Christ. It doesn't require us to have all the answers, but many times only to be addressing the right
questions.
